Rules-
1. Rider must own horse
2. Open to everyone that is a PCCHA member
3. Rider must have NCHA total lifetime earnings of 500.00 or less
4. Horse must have NCHA total lifetime earnings of 500.00 or less

5. As of January 1st, 2010 you cannot have shown three or more times in any drop
your hand cutting class.

6. Will be judged by three NCHA carded judges

7. You will not receive a higher score for putting your hand down
8. Awards will be given to third place.

9. Use NCHA payout for a jackpotted class

10. Previous ranch horse class winners are not eligible

11. Class size limited to the first 20 qualified entries

2010 Additions

1. Same format as the original ranch class except.

2. A PCCHA trainer will ride horse in Ranch/Obstacle portion of contest

3. Trainers will be picked from a hat by the amateur rider/horse owner.

4. The trainer has to be entered in the current PCCHA show being held.

5. Trainer cannot have ridden that horse at any time.

6. The trainer will do the ranch/obstacle portion of the event.

7. The winning horse/owner of the ranch/obstacle portion of the event will receive award

8. The Roo-Hide Ranch Series Class Champion and Series Champion will be based on the
cutting portion of the event only.

9. Saddle to Series Champion
10. Entries close October 23, 2010 by 2:00 pm

11. Cutting will be judged using NCHA rules. Riders can rein using 1 or 2 hands
